EDUCATIONAL REVIEW AND PROGRAM INNOVATION

Completing the review at the midpoint of 2024 prove d to be a strategically empowering 

move. It allowed us to quickly shift from insight t o action, launching a series of thoughtful, 

early-phase implementations that are already shapin g our 2025 program.

As a result, we introduced a carefully curated suit e of VCE subjects, expanding senior 

learning options in direct response to student inte rest. These offerings are structured to 

enhance our current senior years program and allow for future growth. A key feature is 

the opportunity for students in Years 9 and 10 to c ommence early VCE studies, creating 

a sustainable, parallel academic pathway that compl ements the existing IB Diploma 

Programme. This dual offering is now live, and the early signs are promising — allowing 

meaningful choices while remaining true to our pers onalised, progressive philosophy.

In alignment with this vision, we also launched Ver tical Academic Electives in 2025. This 

model removes traditional year-level silos by repla cing compulsory elective subjects with 

open-age options for students in Years 7 to 10. It has enabled us to offer a menu of up to 16 

academic electives, spanning politics, psychology, artmaking, performing arts, and history. 

These electives invite students to explore areas of  deep personal interest, in line with our
